POPLAR SPRINGS RECREATION AREA
TRACT XTTELR-13RE

A tract of land lying in the First Civil District of Loudon County, State of
Tennessee, on the southwest shore of Tellico Lake, approximately 2 miles south of
Tellico Dam, and more particularly described as follows:

Beginning at a metal marker (Coordinates: N. 498,903; E. 2,513,823) in the
northeast line of the right of way of the Tellico Parkway opposite survey station
403 + 85.88 on the surveyed center line of the parkway; thence with the said north-
east line of the right of way, a line 80 feet northeast of and parallel to the
surveyed center line of the parkway, N. 31° 06' W., 510 feet to a metal marker in
the 820-foot (MSL) contour on the shore of Tellico Lake, the said metal marker
being opposite survey station 408 + 95.87 on the surveyed center line of the parkway;
